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GEQRGE EIME: SHAMBAUGH, for mny years Professor and head of the dopartment of
W%Mﬂlodical Colloge, Chicago, dicd at Wosloy Mcmorial Hospital,
November 30, aged 78, of cancer of tho Iungs,

Dr. Shambaugh was born in Iowa, Nov. 15 » 1869, and groduated fraa the Univer-
sity of Ponnsylvania Depertmont of Moditino, Philadolphia in 1895, Ho bhon did post-
gradudto vork for two years at the University of Berlin and the University of Vicnna
and on his rcturn became instructor in anctomy at the University of Chisago in 1900,
where ho carriod on fescarch,

Dr Shambaugh was profcessor and head of the department of dtolaryngology at
Rush ledical Colloge fram 1916 until 1935, whon he becamo olinic wrofessor omeritus,
and wne cbologist and-laryngologist to the Prosbrtorian Hospital, Chicago, from -
1902 until ‘1935, His aminonce in this spociclty was attested by hi s oloetion to bu
president of the Ameorican Otological Socicty, the American Iagyngologisal Secloty,
the Chicago Iaryngological and Otological Socicty and the Instifute of Modicine
of Chicago, He was a member of numerous othoer seicntific : cictios including tho
Americon Laryngological, Rhinological and Otological Socicty, the Chicako Modical
Society and tho Amorican Colloge of Surgceons. Dr Shombough was & founder and later
an honorary mombor of tho Amerdican Board of Ot olaryngology. Ho wos secrctary of the
Scction on Loryngology and Otology of thu Amorican Medi eal Association from 190%
to 1911, cholrmen of the section in 1911-12, and o mombor of thu House of Delegeto s
in 1916. Dr Shombaugh was chicf editor of tho Archives of Otolaryngology, fran the
time it was csptoblished in 1925 wnbil 1937, at which timo the board of trustces of
the Amoricon Modieal Association tondered him its utmost cpproclation for his cone
tribution to the odvoncament of the Archives. .... Dr Shambaugh was ominent as a
sciertist gnd outstanding as & leader in the advancement of his specialiy, As an
cducator, 2 practitioner amd 2 contributor to rescarch he achicved worldiide ro-
cognition,
